GUIDELINES FOR NOMINATORS

The Bridget Ogilvie Medal of the Australian Society for Parasitology
The award is for “an Ordinary member or Fellow of the ASP who, in the opinion of the selection committee appointed by Council has made an outstanding contribution to parasitology education.

Diversity is an essential part of the mission of the Australian Society for Parasitology so nominations of colleagues from gender and culturally diverse backgrounds are encouraged.

Eligibility
· The nominee must be a current ASP financial member (ordinary Member or Fellow). 
· Can not have won the award previously.

The nominee can be nominated or self-nominated. 

Nominations stand only for the year in which they are made, but without prejudice to renomination of unsuccessful candidates in subsequent years.

The nomination can be signed jointly by the nominator(s), or each may submit a separate statement.

Award nomination review committee
The nominations will be reviewed by a sub-committee of the ASP council comprising of three members of the state representatives and one member of the IJP editors. The sub-committee will use the following rubric to rank candidates and then meet to decide on the winner. A summary of the feedback provided can be provided to the nominees. Successful nominees will be encouraged and supported by committee to apply for outside award to showcase parasitology education to the wider community.
